Verse of the Week is a discipleship tool that encourages families to
memorize Bible verses together. Parents should select a Bible verse to
highlight each week. Parents should set aside a consistent time each
week (preferably at the beginning of the week) to discuss the selected
verse. Then parents should place the Bible verse in an area within the
home that is regularly visited by members of the family. Each family
member should be encouraged to try to memorize the verse by the end of
the week (Note: Don't be discouraged if a family member doesn't have
the verse perfectly memorized at the end of the week).

Suggestions for Implementation:

« Write a Bible verse on a notecard and then take a few
moments to discuss the verse as a family. Use a magnet to
hang the notecard on the refrigerator and encourage each
family member to attempt to memorize a few words, or
sentences, each time they go to the refrigerator. At the end
of the week gather together as a family and attempt to recite
the verse together.

« Select a Bible verse and then take a few moments to discuss
the verse as a family. Using a dry-erase marker, write the
Bible verse on all of the bathroom mirrors throughout the
house. Encourage each family member to attempt to
memorize a few words, or sentences, each time they look in
the mirror. At the end of the week gather together as a family
and attempt to recite the verse together.
